At first, I leoked for Seki-Lines with my 4" reflector, but
could not find it. Then I looked up and saw it with my naked eyal It was much
better through my binoculars, showing a tail of over 6°, I then located it with

my telescepe as a faint “smd%e” with 1little detail,

To date, only the Hamilton and Montreal Centres have send reports although
I have received interesting materigl from Niagara Falls, and indications of interest

from about half of the 16 Centres.
