G EN ER A L P R O V ISIO N S.

L. T h is Society shall continue to he an independent body, 
and shall not become merged in any other Society, body or organi­
zation.

1. T h a t  w e are o f t h e fu ll age o f tw en ty-on e years.

Societies.”

BY-LAWS.

O b j e c t s  o f  t h e  s o c i e t y .

I. T h e objects of T h e  T o r o n t o  A s t r o n o m i c a l  S o c i e t y  

s h all be:
(a) To study astronomical and astro-physical subjects, 

and such cognate subjects as the Society shall approve of 
and shall, in  its opinion, tend to  the better consideration and 
elucidation of astronomical and astro-physical problems, and 
to diffuse theoretical and practical inform ation w ith respect 
to such subjects;

(b) T o publish from tim e to tim e the results of the 
work of the Society, and

(c) T o acquire and m aintain a library, and such appar­
atus and real and personal property as may be necessary and 
convenient for the carrying into effect of the objects of the  
Society.

m e m b e r s h i p .

II . The members of the Society shall he enrolled in two d iv i­
sions, to be known as “ A ctive Members ” and as “ H onorary Mem­
bers,” respectively.

III . T he A ctive Members shall consist of persons duly elect ed 
to  be Associates, L ife Associates, Fellow s and L ife Fellow s, re­
spectively.

(a) T he Associates shall form the ordinary m embership  
of the Society.

(b) T he Fellows shall be chosen from  am ong the Asso­
ciates in  virtue of scientific attainm ents or services.

(c) L ife Associates and L ife Fellows shall be persons 
elected as such and as hereinafter provided.
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IV . T he Honorary Membership shall consist of Corresponding 
Fellows, of whom there shall at no tim e he more than  twenty- 
five; of Honorary Fellow s, of whom there shall at no tim e he more 
than  fifteen; of Patrons and of an Honorary President.

(a) Corresponding Fellow ship may he conferred as a re­
cognition of em inent scientific attainm ents or services;

(b) Honorary Fellow ship may he conferred as a recog­
n ition  of scientific attainm ents or services of the h ighest order.

(c) A ny person may be named and enrolled as a Patron 
of the Society if  he shall have rendered illustrious services 
to the Society, or shall have presented to it  substantial g ifts  
of instrum ents, books or apparatus, or shall have paid at any 
one tim e th e sum of one hundred dollars for its  benefit or 
towards its  purposes.

V . Honorary Members shall pay no fees and shall have no
votes.

V I. U pon  the adoption of these By-laws, every A ctive Mem­
ber in good standing, shall, ipso facto, become an Associate; every 
L ife Member shall become a L ife Fellow ; every Corresponding 
Member shall become a Corresponding Fellow  and every H onor­
ary Member shall become an Honorary Fellow of the Society.

E L E C T IO N  AN D  A D M ISSIO N  O F  ASSO CIA TES.

V II . A ny person desirous of being adm itted into the So­
ciety as an Associate, m ust he proposed and recom mended agree­
ably to  Form  N o. 1 in  th e Appendix hereto. The nom ination  
paper m ust set forth th e name in fu ll, the calling, and the usual 
place of residence of the candidate, and m ust he subscribed by at 
least two active members of the Society, one of whom m ust, 
of his personal knowledge, certify that the candidate is a proper 
person to  becom e an Associate.

V III . Every proposal and recommendation for the election  
of an Associate shall he read aloud at one of the regular m eetings

 of the Society, and handed to the Recorder, by whom  it  shall be 
posted up in the Library of the Society u n til the opening of 
the m eeting at which the candidate is to he balloted for.

IX . A candidate may he balloted for at any regular m eet­
ing of the Society, provided at least seven Fellows and Associates 
are present, and that the requirements of By-law V III  have been 
com plied with.

X . N o candidate shall he held to  have been duly elected  
unless he have in his favor at least two-thirds of the Fellows 
and Associates present when the balloting takes place.

X I. So soon as a candidate shall be declared to he duly elect­
ed, the Recorder shall endorse the fact upon the nom ination paper 
and hand it  to the Treasurer, who shall notify the candidate 
according to Form N o. 2 in the Appendix hereto, and shall, at 
the same tim e, transm it to  him  a copy of the Constitution and B y­
laws of the Society and of its  Roll of Membership for signature.

X II . Every candidate elected to be an Associate shall pay 
h is fee w ithin  two calendar m onths of th e day of his election, 
otherwise his election shall be null and void.

X III . Every elected Associate having subscribed the Form  
N o. 3 in the A ppendix hereto, and having duly paid his fee, shall 
be admitted to the Society at the first regular m eeting at which he 
is  present, according to the ensuing form of words, nam ely, the  
President, addressing h im  by name, shall say: “ In  the name of 
T he Toronto Astronom ical Society, I admit you an Associate 
thereof,” but an elected Associate not able to attend that m eeting  
of the Society may be adm itted by proxy, h is proposer or seconder 
representing him , in w hich case, Form No. 3 having been sub­
scribed and the Treasurer’s certificate as above m entioned having  
been produced, the President addressing such proxy by name, shall 
say: “ In  the name of T h e Toronto Astronom ical Society, I ad­
m i t . ................. ............................ an Associate thereof.”

E L E C T IO N  A N D  A D M ISSIO N  O F  FEL LO W S.

X IV . A n Associate, not in  arrears and being otherwise eli­
gible, may be nom inated as a candidate for Fellowship. The 
nom ination shall be according to Form N o. 5, and shall he read 
aloud at a regular m eeting of th e  Society, whereupon it shall be 
posted by the Recorder in  the Library u ntil the n ext regular 
m eeting, when the President shall take the pleasure of the  
Society on the question whether it  shall be referred to the 
Council for a report. I f  the decision of the Society be in favor 
of such reference, the Council shall take the m atter in to  con­
sideration and shall have due regard to the qualifications of the 
candidate, including, if  they exist, his application as a student, 
h is fitness as a teacher, h is success as an observer, his original 
work, the value of the papers he has contributed, the regularity  
of h is attendance on the m eetings of the Society, and the interest 
he has m anifested in its welfare and usefulness. W hen prepared



to do so, the Council shall make a special report as to the fitness 
of th e candidate, and such report may be accepted, modified, tabled 
or rejected by the Society at a regular m eeting. V oting at any 
stage in a candidature for Fellow ship shall be by ballot, and unless 
a two-thirds vote, whether in  Council or in general m eeting, favors 
election, th e nom ination shall he held to  have failed.

E X P U L S IO N  O F  A F E L L O W  OR AN A SSO CIA TE.

X V . W henever there may appear to 'be sufficient cause, other 
than non-paym ent of m oneys due to the Society, for the expul­
sion of any Fellow , or Associate, from the Society, th e President 
shall lay the subject-m atter of the com plaint before the Council, 
at an em ergency m eeting, if  necessary, and if  the Council ap­
prove, he shall at once call a special m eeting of the Society for 
the purpose of taking such action as is proper, and (not less than  
twelve Fellows and Associates being present), if  three-fourths of 
those who vote agree by ballot that the offending Fellow  or Asso­
ciate should he expelled, the President, or other person in the 
chair, shall declare the same, and thereupon the said offender 
shall bo expelled accordingly, and his name 'shall be struck by 
the Recorder from the R olls of the Society.

F E E S .

X V I. U nless otherwise provided, the annual fee of a Fellow  
or of an Associate shall becom e due and shall he payable on the  
first day of January in each year. T he fees shall he as follow:

•Provided, that an Associate elected on or after the first day 
of Septem ber shall, as h is or her first fee, pay in fu ll for the ensuing  
calendar year and, in addition, for each rem aining m onth of the 
current year a sum in  due proportion to the annual fee.

X V II . A ny Fellow , or Associate at any tim e, all sums then due 
being first paid, may compound for h is annual contributions by the 
paym ent o f twenty dollars and become a L ife Fellow, or a L ife  
Associate. A  L ife Fellow , or a L ife Associate subject to expulsion  
shall have b is paym ent returned less the annual fees be would have 
bad to pay bad ho been an ordinary member until the date of his 
expulsion.

  X V III . Every Fellow  and every Associate shall respectively 
be held  to be a member of th e Society, and as such shall remain

liable to the payment of his annual contributions u ntil be has 
cither forfeited his claim  or signified in  writing his desire to  re- 
sign , whereupon his name shall he erased from the Roll of Fel- 
lows or of Associates, as th e case may be, but, notw ithstanding  
th is every Fellow  and every Associate shall continue liable for 
his annual contributions u n til be shall have discharged all sums, 
if  any, due by him  to the Society, and shall have returned all 
books" or other property, if any, borrowed of the Society, or in  his 
possession, or shall have made fu ll compensation for the same 
i f  lost, injured or not forthcom ing by a date to be fixed by Council.

X IX . W henever a Fellow  or an Associate shall be one year 
in  arrear in  the paym ent of his annual contributions, th e Trea­
surer shall write a letter in Form  No. 4 in  the Appendix hereto  
and shall address and forward the same, registered, to  the last 
known place of abode of such Fellow  or Associate, together with  
a copy of the follow ing By-law.

X X . W henever a Fellow  or an Associate of the Society shall 
he one year in  arrear in  the paym ent of his annual contributions 
he shall cease to enjoy the right of attending or voting at any 
m eeting of the Society or the Council, if  he be a member, or of 
assum ing th e title  of Fellow  or Associate of the Society, or if  other­
wise eligible, of holding or being elected to office, or of receiving  
th e publications of the Society and other advantages thereof, 
u n til h is arrears have been paid; and should the Treasurer report 
him  to the Council as having become two years in arrears as afore­
said, his name shall thereafter he posted up as that of a defaulter 
in  the Library, and should h is arrears he still unpaid at the end 
o f  two m onths from  th e date of the posting of h is name, the  
Treasurer shall report th e fact at the first convenient m eeting  
of the Society, whereupon the chairman shall declare the said Fel - 
low  or Associate to be expelled from the Society for non-paym ent 
o f  his annual contributions.

O F F IC E R S .

X X I T he officers of the Society shall he chosen annually, 
and shall consist of a President, a F irst V ice-President, a Second  
Vice-President, a Treasurer, a Secretary, a Recorder, a Librarian 
and a Curator. I f  a vacancy occurs in  any of the above m entioned  
offices, other than that of President, it may he filled for the re­
mainder of the year by the Council, at a m eeting of w hich notice  
has been given; the action of the Council in  this behalf shall, 
however, he subject to ratification or revision by the Society, 
to  which the said action shall he reported at the first m eeting  

* o f the Society held after the vacancy has been so filled. I f  a



vacancy occur in  the office of President, the First V ice-President 
shall thereupon become President, and the Second V ice-President 
shall becom e First V ice-President; the office of Second V ice- 
President shall be filled as above provided.

X X II . T h e officers of the Society for the ensuing year shall 
be elected at the last regular m eeting of the Society held in  each 
calendar year, and such m eeting shall be known as “ the Annual 
General M eeting.” T h e officers shall be installed at the first 
regular m eeting of the new year.

X X III . On a convenient day prior to the last regular m eet­
in g  of the Society hut two in  each calendar year the Council shall, 
after notice, m eet and take into consideration the general state and 
welfare of the Society, especial regard being had to the necessity  
of choosing fit and proper persons for election as th e officers and the 
members of the Council for the ensuing year. T o th is end, it  shall 
prepare a list o f th e  names of members eligib le, in  its opinion, for 
the positions for w hich it  nom inates them . T his list, which may 
emb race as many names as the Council may th in k  fit to submit, 
shall he reported to th e Society at the next m eeting thereof 
and shall he laid upon the table. The performance of th is  duty 
by the Council shall not deprive any two Fellows, or Associates 
of th e privilege of nom inating, at the said last m eeting hut two of 
th e Society, any additional person or persons eligible for any office, 
hut, except in  the case of a proposed re-election, no nom ination  
shall be made, or accepted, unless the nominators shall have first 
obtained the consent of their nom inee. As soon as may he after 
the nom inations have been com pleted, the Council shall cause the 
lis t to be printed, or typed as a ballot and to he distributed by 
m ail to  every Fellow  and Associate of the Society. A ny bellow , 
or Associate not able to  attend the A nnual General M eeting may have 
his ballot counted thereat, providing it he signed by such Fellow, 
or Associate, and be received by th e Recorder prior to the m eeting  
being called to order. Each F ellow or Associate voting shall strike 
out the names for which he does not vote, and h is ballot shall be 
counted in any particular in  which it is not redundant or otherwise 
open to  objection by the scrutineers appointed by the President to  
take and count th e ballots.

TH E COUNCIL.

X X IV . T h e Council shall consist of the officers of the So­
ciety m entioned in By-law  X X I, and of three Associates to he 
chosen at the Annual General M eeting. Past-Presidents of the So­
ciety shall he Members of th e Council honoris causa.
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X X V . Subject to the approval and sanction of the Society, 
the Council shall be charged with the control and conduct of the 
business and m onetary affairs of the Society. It shall be the 
peculiar province of th e Council to relieve the Society as far as 
possible from the transaction of ordinary business and, for th is
purpose, it  shall possess in itiative of action and the right to submit 
to the Society any recom m endation or proposal which to it shall 
seem to be proper.

X X V I. The Council shall m eet at the call of the President, 
who may h im self issue, or direct the Recorder to issue, the neces­
sary notices. I t  shall be the duty of the President to summ on a 
m eeting whenever there shall appear to him  to be sufficient busi­
ness requiring attention. In  his absence, or in  case of h is re­
fusal to act, any three members of Council may issue or cause 
to  he issued notices for an em ergency m eeting. The notices shall 
state clearly the reasons the Councillors have for calling the  
m eeting, whereat shall be transacted no business other than that 
of whi c h specific notice was given. U nder no circumstances shall 
the notice for any - m eeting he less than one clear day. The  
quorum of Council shall he five. Questions shall he decided by 
a show of hands unless the yeas and nays are called for by two 
members, whereupon they shall be taken down.

X X V II . Subject to th e sanction and approval of the So­
ciety first had and obtained, the Council may appoint, em ploy  
and remunerate such assistants as may be necessary for conducting  
the business of the Society, and may discharge such assistants 
wh en it  thinks proper. T he President may, in  w riting, suspend  
from  office any such assistant, hut shall report the fact to the  
Society at the first m eeting thereafter held.

X X V III . M inutes of the proceedings of each m eeting of the  
Council shall he taken during their progress by the Recorder. 
T he m inutes shall he fairly entered as early as is convenient in  
th e M inute Book of the Council, and, as the Official Report from  
Council, shall he read by the Recorder to the Society at the next 
ensuing m eeting. Such Report shall he regarded as having been  
received and adopted by th e Society if no exception thereto he 
taken before the close of the m eeting at which the Report is read. 
I f  exception he form ally taken by two members the Report shall 
not he considered as adopted unless and until it  has been adopted  
upon a m otion form ally made and seconded for the purpose, and 
declared to he carried. N oth in g  in th is By-law contained shall 
be construed as d im inishing the inherent right of the Society to  
refer back, reject, amend, revise, or otherwise deal w ith any R e­
port subm itted to it by Council.



A L T E R IN G  BY -LA W S.

X X IX . W henever the Council may think it advisable to pro­
pose the enactm ent of any new By-law, or the alteration or repeal 
of any existing By-law, it shall recommend the same to the So­
ciety in a Report which shall be laid on the table until the next 
regular m eeting of the Society, when it may be considered and 
acted upon, or a special general m eeting may be convened for that 
purpose, the permission of the Society having been first had and 
obtained. T h e Society may at any tim e direct the Council to 
consider and report upon the expediency of enacting a new B y­
law, or of am ending or repealing or otherwise dealing w ith one 
in  force, and, if the Council make default in th is respect, may itself, 
w ithout further notice, take such action as appears to it  to be proper 
in  the premises.

D u t y  o f  t h e  p r e s i d e n t  o r  p r e s i d i n g  o f f i c e r .

X X X . It shall he the duty of the President to take the chair; 
to  keep order at all m eetings of the Society and of the Council; 
to  regulate their respective proceedings; to state and put ques­
tions according to  the sense and in tention  of the m eeting, and to 
carry in to  effect the By-laws of the Society.

X X X I. In  the absence from a m eeting of the President, one 
of the V ice-Presidents shall take the chair and conduct the busi­
ness of the Society or Council; and in their absence, the m eeting  
may choose any member present to take the chair at that m eet­
ing. For the tim e being, the chairman may exercise any of the 
ordinary powers of the President.

X X X II . The President shall not vote at any m eeting of the 
Society or Council except where a casting vote is necessary to  
decide a question, in  which case he shall give such easting vote.

X X X III . As occasion requires, the President may nominate 
any com m ittee other than a standing com m ittee, and may appoint 
its  chairman, and charge such com m ittee with th e duty of ex­
am ining into and reporting upon any subject con nected with the 
welfare, or work of the Society. The President shall ex-officio 
he a member of every com m ittee, and may vote as such member 
unless he is in  the chair, when he shall only exercise the right 
of g iv ing, when necessary, a casting vote.

THE t r e a s u r e r .

X X X IV . T he Treasurer alone shall receive moneys due to the 
Society, and, subject to such rules as may he in  force, pay moneys

due by the Society. H e shall keep his accounts in a business-like  
manner, and shall subm it any statem ent of the funds in  his hands 
or respecting h is accounts which may he called for by the Society 
or the Council; noth ing h erein contained shall be construed as in 
any degree depriving the Society of full control of its moneys.

X X X V . T he Treasurer shall on receipt, deposit to the credit 
of the Society, in some chartered hank, to he approved of by the 
Society, all and any moneys which come into his possession as such 
Treasurer. H e shall also see that his bank-book is kept entered 
up and he prepared to produce it when called upon to do so.

X X X V I. W henever practicable, the Treasurer shall pay only  
by cheque, signed by him self and countersigned by the President, 
and drawn to the order of the payee. N o sum shall be paid unless 
th e Council has authorized the payment thereof. For every pay- 
m ent the Treasurer shall obtain a receipt and such vouchers as are 
procurable.

X X X V II T he Treasurer shall open and keep an account 
w ith every F ellow and Associate, and shall give receipts for fees 
received by him.

X X X V III . The accounts of the Treasurer shall be audited  
annually, or whenever the Society shall so order, by two or more 
auditors chosen by the Society. N o member of the Society shall 
be eligible for appointm ent as an auditor if he he interested ex­
cepting as such member in the receipts and disbursem ents of the  
Treasurer, which are to he the subject of such audit. T h e audit­
ors shall report at the annual general m eeting, or as directed, the  
particulars of the receipts and expenditures of th e current year 
or other specified period, the balance in  bank or otherwise on 
hand, and the general state of the funds and property of the 
Society. They shall also lay on the table a list of those Fellows 
and Associates, if  any, who are in  arrear for fees on the date 
o f the annual m eeting.

X X X IX . The Treasurer may, with the approbation of t h e 
Council, appoint a proper person to collect the arrears and the  
annual contributions of the Fellow s and Associates. Such collec­
tor shall give security to the satisfaction of the Council for the 
faithful discharge of h is duties.

t h e  s e c r e t a r y .

XL. It shall he the duty of the Secretary of th e Society to  
conduct the entire official correspondence of the Society, and to

•



read all official com m unications to the Society at the first regular 
m eeting after their receipt. H e shall also keep copies of all letters 
w ritten by him , and shall preserve and index all com m unications 
re c e ive d  by him. I t  shall he also his duty to see that letters are 
written, answered or otherwise dealt w ith in  the manner the best 
interests of the Society require. Postages shall be supplied to 
him  by the Treasurer as directed by Council.

T H E  R EC O R D ER .

X L I. It shall he the duty of the Recorder to attend all m eet­
ings of the Society and of the Council; to take exact m inutes of 
all the proceedings thereat; to  cause them  to  be entered as early 
as possible in  the proper hook provided for that purpose, and, as 
required, to call m eetings of the Society, or of the Council. I t  
shall further he h is duty at the ordinary m eetings to read t he 
m inutes of the proceedings of the preceding m eeting, and the re- 
port of Council, if  any, and to report to the Treasurer the name of. 
each candidate elected.

X L II. The Recorder shall keep the Minute Books of the So­
ciety and the Council at the Library of the Society, so that they  
may he referred to  when occasion requires.

T H E  E D IT O R .

X L III . The Council at its discretion may appoint an E diting  
Com m ittee which may or may not wholly consist of members of 
Council, and also an Editor, whose business, subject to the control 
of the Committee and of the Council, shall be to arrange and issue 
the publications of the Society.

X L IV . I t  shall be the duty of the Editor tp prepare and sub­
m it in  w riting estim ates of th e cost of publications, and, when 
instructed by Council, to obtain tenders for work to be done. H e  
shall in  no wise incur any liability for printing or engraving, 
and the like, unless and until he has been duly authorized to do so.

X L V . Every report or document the printing of which is 
estim ated to entail an expenditure of $10 or more, shall he offered 
to com petition by tender, unless the Council otherwise directs by­
resolution to he reported to the Society.

T H E  L IB R A R IA N .

X L V I. Subject to regulations approved by the Council, the 
Librarian shall have entire charge of and he responsible for the

safe-keeping and proper condition of the books and publications, 
maps, charts, photographs, pictures and like property of the So­
ciety. H e shall report to the m eetings of the Society the names 
of publications, donations, etc., received by him . The Librarian 
shall also take charge of the Exchange List of the S ociety, and 
shall oversee the distribution to exchanges and to 
th e  Society residing beyond the confines of the City of Toronto 
of the copies of the publications to which they are respectively 
entitled . Fellows and Associates of the Society residing in T o­
ronto shall apply to the Librarian for their copies of the tran s­
actions, and shall sign a roll acknowledging the r e c e ip t  of the 
same. Disbursem ents necessary for the purpose of d istribution 
shall he made by the Treasurer a s  directed by Council, and he 
with the Librarian, shall from tim e to tim e certify to the Council 
the sums expended for these purposes or any of them.

X L V II. The Librarian and his assistant, if  he have one, shall 
see that th e  Rules governing the issue and return of books f or 
circulation are obeyed, and it shall be their duty to report to  
Council any Fellow  or Associate disregarding such Rules, and the  
Council may suspend the privileges of the Library in the case of 
any offending member of the Society.

X L V III. For the purposes of better classification, the L ib ­
rary shall he divided into two s e c t i o n s ,  t h e  one containing the
works for circulation, the other the works of reference. U n der 
no c irc u m sta n c e s  shall w o rk s o f reference be taken fro m  th e Lib­
rary w ithout the knowledge and consent of the Librarian and the 
consent in writing of the President, and then only subject to such  
conditions as shall he im posed and accepted.

T H E  CURATO R.

X L IX . Subject to regulations approved by the Conned, the 
Curator shall have entire charge of and be responsible for the  
safe-keeping and proper condition of the apparatus of the Society. 
On no  a c c ount, w ithout the perm ission of the P r e s iden t in  w rit­
ing, shall he use or permit the use of the a p p a r a tu s  o f  the 
Society elsewhere than on the premises of the Society. It shall 
also be h is duty to report to the Council from tim e to  tim e s u ch  
inform ation with respect to the property of the Socie t y  
tody as should he in its possession. H e  shall also keep an exact 
and detailed list of the Society’s property com m itted to  his care. 
U nder no circum stances shall the property of th e Society b e loaned  
unless the Council, or th e President has signified approval w r i t- 
in g  and the person to whom the l oan is to be made has signed a
